MUS 112-512
Syllabus  2007-2008

A. Catalogue description:

MUS 112-512 Piano I,-V. One private lesson per week.  May be taken for a maximum of 4  credit hours.

B. Course Description:


Study of basic principals of keyboard playing, to include acquaintance with a variety of 


solo literature from representative eras and appropriate technical exercises as needed. The 
student will play, listen, analyze, build technical skills and learn literature appropriate for 



their level of ability.

C. Text: Literature selected by the applied instructor.

D. Learning Goals and Educational Outcomes

Goal 1.  To Provide instruction in the technical, the expressive, and the 

Analytical aspects of piano performance.

· Students will perform an appropriate number of solo works at final jury exam as described in (H) below, 

· Students will demonstrate expressiveness and proper technique in their final performance. Memorization will be required for piano majors. 

Goal 2.  To provide instruction in critical analysis of keyboard works as applied to piano performance.

· Students attending studio class will critique the technical and musical aspects of their performances and those of their peers. 

· Students will demonstrate their abilities through in-class performance, student recitals, and end of the semester juries.
E. Course calendar is determined by the instructor based on the needs of the individual 

student.

F.  Assessment of learning. Students will receive a weekly grade reflecting their preparation and progress. Instruction will culminate in a performance for the piano faculty during finals week.

G. Attendance.  There are approximately 14 scheduled private lessons per semester. Students may miss lessons for approved medical reasons, family tragedies, and other agreed-upon reasons without penalty, but the student must let the teacher know immediately and consult with the teacher about the feasibility of making up the missed lesson. The teacher will make every effort to make up a missed lesson when notified in advance, but is not required to make them up otherwise. Teachers who must miss lessons because of illness or for a good cause will arrange to make-up lessons at times mutually agreeable to the teacher and student. One unexcused absence per semester is permitted with no penalty. For two unexcused absences it is up to the teacher as to how far the grade shall be lowered. More than two unexcused absences per semester may result in the grade of “F” at the discretion of the teacher. This policy begins with the first full week of classes each semester.

H. Recital requirement: For music majors there is a requirement of registering for MUS 101/301 and attending (or participating in) 16 recitals/concerts per semester. Exceptions to this rule must be cleared with the department chair. Other recital requirements for the various degree options under the B.M. program are outlined in the Music Department Handbook. All senior recitals given for degree credit (i.e. MUS 499) must be approved by the keyboard faculty, and at least thirty days prior to undergraduate recitals given for credit the student must perform a hearing of the entire program to the satisfaction of the piano faculty before final permission to perform is given. (See Recital Hearing Guidelines as adopted by the Department of Music Faculty on 8/13/03) All recitals will be performed from memory (with the exception of chamber music), and this memorization must be complete at the time of the hearing. For junior recitals (MUS 399), there is no preliminary hearing, and this requirement may be met either by a ½ hour recital or by 4 solo performances on Friday recitals during the same semester.
