Course Description:  Trombone Ensemble is a small group of like instrumentation designed to rehearse, study, and perform music written specifically for trombone chamber groups.  

Learning Goal:  To provide current and professionally accepted instruction in trombone ensemble rehearsal technique, literature study, and performance.  

Course Outcome:  Each student will be able to perform within a small trombone ensemble.  Students will learn to rehearse and work together in a calaborative setting with their peers to produce an acceptable level of performance and rehearsal atmosphere.

Assessment:  Grades in trombone ensemble are determined by each student’s attendance and attitude (40%), participation and preparation (40%), and performance (20%).  Grades will be based on approximately 12 sessions per semester.  The weekly lesson grade is determined by the following criteria:

A
Arrive on time with a positive attitude, warmed up, with all necessary materials, notes and rhythms learned, markings observed, with written-in breath marks and pitch tendencies observed as well.

B
Arrive on time with a positive attitude, warmed up, with most materials, most notes and rhythms learned, markings not observed, most written-in breath marks and pitch tendencies observed.

C
Arrive late occasionally with an inconsistent attitude, possibly not warm-up, with most materials, most notes and rhythms learned, markings not observed, no written-in breath marks or tendencies, no attempt to adjust for pitch.

D
Arrive late frequently, mildly interested, missing necessary materials, struggling with notes and markings, sightreading assigned pieces, generally not prepared.

F
Frequent no show for ensemble, consistently unprepared.

Attendance Policy:  Attendance is part of your grade.  You may be excused from trombone ensemble if you are sick (doctor’s note required), and you have called me prior to class time. Other reasons for missing a class may be excused at my discretion.  If I am unable to attend class, notification will be posted on my office door.  Students may not miss more than 15% of the total number of lessons for the semester (which is approximately one letter grade per absence).  Exceeding the maximum amount will result in the student being refused admission to the class and an automatic failing grade.
