Study of principles of vocal production, to include acquaintance with a variety of

literature and the development of poise and stage deportment. 


Instructional Methods: The lesson will include demonstration, brief lecture, 


discussion, and active participation.  The student will sing, listen, analyze, 


critique, do movement activity, build technique, and learn literature.  The 


instructor will inform, model, and guide.

Required Text:


Appropriate repertoire for the individual voice as determined by the instructor.  The student will purchase a minimum of one song/aria collection or anthology each semester.

Textbooks include German, French, English or Italian artsongs, operas, or oratorios, as students advance through levels of repertoire requirements.

Learning Goals and Educational Outcomes:


Students will:

· gain knowledge of vocal health and apply to their personal vocal health

· gain knowledge of vocal physiology and use the information for freedom of vocal production

· learn and employ methods/exercises for building good vocal technique

· learn effective warm up skills based upon the technical exercises used to build good vocal technique

· (1st semester of MUS 822) review song/aria-learning skills from undergraduate work

· learn about the technical, historical, expressive, and textual aspects of each song/aria 

· perform in Studio Class for peers

· build a song/aria repertoire that is performance ready

· learn vocal terminology and use it appropriately

· apply International Phonetic Alphabet analysis to each work assigned and performed

· pronounce and sing text in languages of all assigned repertoire

· critique the vocal technique and performances of themselves and their peers

· Prepare a Master’s Recital and pass the Recital Hearing one month before the performance date.  One recital is required for the Master of Music in Vocal Performance

Course Outline/Calendar:

Midterm: One Half of all songs/arias to be presented on the jury will be memorized


Last two Weeks of Classes: final rehearsals for jury examination 


Finals Week: Performance of jury requirements

Course Requirements:


Applied students should consult with their applied teacher previous to their audition for, or 
participation in, any vocal activity. 

  
The student is required to: 

· Demonstrate proper posture 

· Demonstrate proper breath management for singing 

· Explain correct understanding of vocal health issues 

· Learn repertoire (pitches, rhythms, phrasing) outside of lesson time

· Demonstrate knowledge of vocal physiology as it relates to tone production, resonance, and tone quality, and articulation 

· Demonstrate knowledge of vocal diction in the languages of all assigned repertoire 

· Demonstrate knowledge of IPA in the languages of all assigned repertoire

· Demonstrate understanding of melody, pitch, tonality, rhythm, tempo, pattern, phrase, meter, duration, solfege, expression, dynamics, and tempo. 

· For each assigned song or aria, write the complete text in International Phonetic Alphabet

· Recite each text as a poem, with the music.

G.. Assessment of Learning:

Voice student will perform on one or two Friday Student Recitals each semester, and perform once per month on Vocal Area Masterclass or Studio Repertoire Class, as assigned by the instructor.


Each applied voice student will give a solo performance/jury during University Finals 
week. The requirement is three songs or arias from memory.

Master of Music in Vocal Performance 

First Semester: 6 songs memorized in appropriate languages

Second Semester: 8 songs memorized

Third Semester: 10 songs memorized

Fourth semester: Master’s Recital


Applied voice faculty will assess the student at the jury performance examination.  
Judgments are made on vocal technique, tone quality, breath management, diction, 
accuracy of pitch, notes, rhythm, expressive qualities, posture, phrasing, and textual 
understanding.


The final grade is determined using a combination of the applied instructor’s Grade (two 
thirds) and the jury member’s examination grade average (one third).

An Incomplete may be given to a student who misses the jury exam because of unavoidable circumstances.  A grade of “ I” will be given only with approval of the vocal faculty.  The jury will be made up within the first four weeks of the next semester.  After one semester the Incomplete automatically becomes a Failing Grade.  


The Mid-term grade will be assessed one week prior to mid-term.  


The current EKU grading system will be employed: 


A=90-100; B=80-90; C=70-80; D=60-70; F=0-59.

Student Progress:  


The instructor will provide students with information on their progress in the course at least once prior to midterm.

Attendance: 


Attendance and participation in the class are required to ensure progress.  If one misses 
due to a University sponsored event, the class will be made up in a way outlined by the 
instructor.
