Course Description: Applied Flute focuses on the preparation and performance of the flute repertoire of all periods, including exercises, studies, solos, and some chamber, wind ensemble and orchestral repertoire.  The course meets twice per week (lesson and studio class).  Instruction available in flute may be retaken to a maximum of four hours.  All flute majors are expected to participate in Flute Ensemble, with or without credit.

Learning Goal: To provide current and professionally accepted instruction in flute performance.  Graduate level Applied Flute focuses on the preparation of audition material, graduate recital or job placement material, pedagogy and the interpretation and

performance of all genres of the flute repertoire, particularly 20th century compositions and extended techniques.  Typical graduate level repertoire includes, but is not limited to, Kujala's Vade Mecum at accelerated tempos, Karg-Elert Studies, Ibert Concerto, Fukushima's Mei.  

Course Outcome: By the end of the first year, a graduate level student must be able to play from Kujala's Vade Mecum "Practice Guide 3" at quarter note equal to 120 or higher, and complete a jury each semester. A second year graduate level student must be

able to play Taffanel & Gaubert Ex. #4 at quarter note equals 152, complete a jury one semester and a graduate recital the other semester. Each student is required to play in one Recital Hour performance at least once a year, whether as a soloist or as part of a smaller ensemble.  

Assessment:  Grades in Applied Flute are determined by the student's preparation for each lesson (70%) listening assignment reports (10%) and by the results of your jury (20%).  The weekly lesson grade is determined by the following criteria:

A = Arrive on time, eager to learn, with all necessary materials, notes learned, markings observed, ready to make music.  Attended all mandatory performances.

B = Arrive on time, interested, with most of all necessary materials, notes learned but lacking dynamics or expression.  Unexcused absence from one mandatory performance.

C = Occasionally late, only mildly interested, frequently missing necessary materials, struggling with notes and markings. Unexcused absence from two mandatory performances. 

D = Frequently late, obviously bored, consistently missing necessary materials, sight-reading assigned pieces. Unexcused absence from 3 mandatory performances.

F =  Frequent no show for lessons or mandatory performances (4 ). 

Attendance is part of your grade.  You may be excused from a lesson if you are sick and you have called me prior to your lesson time.  A University Excuse will also allow you to make up a lesson.  Other reasons for missing a lesson may be excused at my discretion.  If I am unable to attend a regularly scheduled lesson due to illness or university business, the lesson will be rescheduled as soon as possible.

In addition, everyone is expected to attend all faculty, guest artist and student flute recitals, and unexcused absences from these events could also affect your grade.
